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BEING AND APPEARING

Permanance and transformation of space in time.

Architecture, landscape, theater and performance

Performance, is a fact of culture correlating being and appearing, translating permanence and transformation of being into permanence and transformation of space and time. In the field of art, it works by translating social practices into game mechanisms. Performance produces an open type of text and intertext, the structure of which here and now is formed as a result of the synthesis of different types of practices, as a result of the expansion of the boundaries of a particular art form. Its structural units-synthetic units of different texts – can be combined into an integral sign or exist separately and equally due to different symbolic nature.
The dual nature of performance determines its textuality and physicality. Performance is «body writing» in the space of modern culture – emphasizes the concept of the concept of physicality, and, accordingly, spatiality. Physicality, volume, plastics have their own significant structure.
Due to the performance, the meanings of spatial loci can pulsate in time. The static meanings of the cultural landscape are developed over a long historical period. But suddenly something happened (cultural shift), what completely change the semantic guidelines, including in space, or a short-term action, which as a flash in a new way illuminates the meanings of the place.
The event is associated with a peculiar model of perception and analysis of performance-text, coupled with aesthetic experience as a work of art. There is a connection of conceptual and sensual components in space.
Verbal and plastic components of the text of the performance interact on the following structural models: «undivided artistic unity»; «organic interpenetration», «аutonomous coexistence». That is, the breadth of the internal choice of both the recipient and the artist, or a cultural event, acting as the Creator of such a polyphony of meanings.

Performance is a form of contemporary art in which a work is composed of the actions of an artist or a group in a certain place and at a certain time. We are interested in the actions related to the cultural landscape, urban space, and architectural environment. Performance can have several levels: 1. any conscious action of the artist in space (from classical theater to modern actions), 2. historical shifts and fractures/ which accompanied by actions in space (demonstrations, distortion of historical monuments, etc.), 3. virtual actions in real space (laser and light shows, etc.), 4. virtual actions in a virtual space associated with specific real places and landscapes..
Cultural landscape, theater and open spaces – scales of values, deployed in a space where objects and places act as analogues of social and/or cultural status or as spiritual stages. With the help of action (short-term or extended in time) these meanings can be inverted, actualized, represented.
In this conference, we invite participants to consider the problems of cultural landscape as a sign system, performance as a means of shifting meanings in the context of this system, the problem of visual representation of these signs and systems in art and the return of these new meanings in the landscape through performance.

- visualization (demarcation) of meanings in those spaces

- performance as a means of reformatting the sense of place 

- places of memory and timelessness and their presentation in modern culture

- virtual images of places and actions

- architecture as factor in the formation of the sense of place

- theater as empty space
- open spaces as  special spaces for artistic activities
